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	Section 1: Recent Activities




1. SCL was relocated from Wan Chai in Hong Kong Island to Tseung Kwan O in the New Territories in Sep 2025.

2. SCL implemented electronic calibration certificates, which replaced the existing paper based Certificates of Calibration in May 2026.

3. The calibration service for temperature and humidity chambers from relative humidity 5 % to 95 % at 5 °C to 85 °C in accordance with IEC60068-3-6:2018 was accredited in Dec 2024.

4. SCL is planning to set up fixed point blackbodies from the indium point to the copper point.

5. SCL is planning to set up heatpipe blackbodies with operating range from 300 °C to 1000 °C.

6. SCL is planning to extend the measurement capability from 1200 °C to 1500 °C for thermocouple calibration.

7. SCL is planning to extend the measurement capability from 5 °C down to 0 °C for relative humidity instruments calibration.

8. The SCL is participating in the following comparisons 


(i) APMP.T-K7.2021.1 APMP Key Comparison of Triple Point of Water Cells 
Status: SCL started the measurements in May 2026.


The SCL has completed the measurements for the following comparisons and submitted the results to the pilot laboratory.


(i) APMP.T-S11 Local realization of radiation thermometer scale from indium point to 2000 °C
Temperature 156 °C to 960 °C (Measurement range of the SCL)
Status: The measurement conducted by the SCL was completed in November 2016. The results were submitted to the pilot laboratory NMIJ in December 2016. 

(ii) APMP.T-K4.2 Comparison of Realization of the Aluminum Freezing Point
Status: Both the measurements by SCL and the pilot laboratory KRISS were completed. SCL submitted the calibration results to the pilot laboratory in October 2019. Draft B report was received in September 2024.

(iii) APMP.T-K6.2013 Comparison of Humidity Standards Dew/Frost-Point Temperature –50 °C to +20 °C
Status: The SCL completed the measurement in January 2020 and submitted the results to the pilot laboratory A*STAR in March 2020. The draft A reported was received in Nov 2025.

(iv) APMP.T-K9 ITS-90 Comparison on SPRT Calibration from the Argon Triple Point to the Zinc Freezing Point
Status: The SCL completed the measurement in April 2020 and the measurement results were submitted to the pilot laboratory NIM in May 2020. The draft A reported was received in Nov 2025.

(v) APMP.T-S14 Calibration of Relative Humidity sensor
Status:  SCL’s measurement completed in September 2021. The calibration results were submitted to the pilot laboratory in November 2021.

(vi) APMP.T-S15 Calibration of blackbody for clinical infrared ear thermometers
Status: The final report was approved for equivalence and published in vol 61 of Metrologia on December 2024.

(vii) APMP.T-S17 Comparison of Air Thermometer 
Status: SCL’s measurement completed in September 2024. The calibration results were submitted to the pilot laboratory in October 2024. The draft A report was received in February 2026.
